January 1775 Outbreaks of uprisings arose in 
mountainous and foothill areas, in which the situation was 
most acute after the famine.

20. March 1775. Castles and high offices were raided, 
where hordes of peasants were demolishing equipment, 
eating out cellars, drinking stocks of beer and wine.

24. March 1775. Peasants wanted to negotiate with 
representatives of the government about corvee duties. 
However, before Prague, the peasants met the army, 
which arrested the initiators of the uprising. On the same 
day, Maria Therese issued a patent, which encouraged 
peasants to go home and expect new corvee rules.

24. March 1775. However, only a part of the rebellious 
peasants were near Prague. Several hundred rebellious 
peasants tried to storm the town of Chlumec over the 
Cidlina, but were met by a detachment of cavalry and 
were driven into a pond, where many of them drowned.

9. April 1775. Maria Theresa proclaims a "general 
pardon" for the rebels, who return home and promise 
obedience. Most part of the death sentences against rebel 
peasants were reduced to prison and corporal punishment. 
Executions were carried out on seven persons as 
exemplary punishments for acts against church property 
and sacrilege.
